Cooperation Treaty Organization (OTCA) also paptited in the event.

During three days, the agenda was divided into mapd topics regarding, climate change, REDD and
indigenous rights issues.

In 1°' day of the workshop, presentations by the obsemeak the spotlight. IPAM, IPS and IUCN talked abo
the issues of climate change and REDD. On the skday, the attention was drawn to each of the CQ4CA
national representatives whom made presentationslation to climate change diagnostics in thespeztive
countries.

He shared the Brazilian presentation with the COIlBresentative, Chico Apunira. Both talked abdnet t
historical reasons of theirs groups union (RuppesgspEers and Indigenous that resulted in the Alliaofdéorest
People) in Brazil. Also they made an important wuagpof what happened in the previous Manaus Wonksho
early April this year, which generated the Manaaslaration and an invitation for a broader allianoding
Indigenous Peoples and Traditional CommunitiehefRorest in all 3 continents, that is supposdaktagreed
in January 2009, on the occasion of the World $é@aum to be held in Belém in Brazil. Later on gexond
day of debates, a plenary session discussed asfiiategies in order to include indigenous and ti@uakl
people’s participation within the national and migional discussions regarding Climate Change RBBD
and a press conference.

The Quito workshop established an arena for infarme
dialogue among COICA’'s members regarding REDD and
Climate Change. In the last day, an action strate@s
launched called the Quito Declaratipalong with a series of
consensus for further initiatives. The write dowh the
declaration counted with the participation of allegent
representatives. The elaboration of the Quito Datilan was a
relevant process, giving to forest people a chancdebate,
under a scientific and political context, REDD dhd threat of
climate change to their life style.
